12 feet in width and height all times, so that the fire service ca gain access.   

 

Moreover, the access must not be barred or impeded by any barrier or fence.

Municipal Elections 2013 
This year is the Municipal Election Year. The Director-General for Elections Quebec (DGEQ) will be offering a course for Presidents 
of the Election. The course will explain the responsibilities of a President, the unfolding of the election process, and the various steps 

that have to be taken. The municipal general manager will be attending this course. 
 
The Coaticook Regional Solid Waste Disposal Council (RIGDSRC) 
The municipality supports the construction of two new dump facilities (#2 and #3) at the Regional site. 
 
Call for Offers upon Invitation for the provision of calcium chloride (dust abatement) 
The municipal requirement for dust abatement calcium chloride is in the region of 60-80 metric tonnes at a concentration of 83-87%.
